During the course of his
current African Tour and
talks with Government leaders
in Maritania, Ghana, Came-
roon, Nigeria, Uppervolta,
Ivery Coast, Senegal, Guinea
and Liberia, U Thant has had
occasion to register his abhor-
rence with South African poli-
cy of apatheid.

Speaking at the inauguration
of the National Committee on
Apatheid in Accra, capital of
Ghana, he said that the system
was inconsistent with the
obligations of (UN) member
States under the Charter.

AFRICAN AFFAIRS

Previously whilst addressing
the Liberian Legislature in
review of African affairs
U Thant deplored the Nigerian
conflict and appealed to Colo-
nel OJUKWU, secessionist

leader to show vision and
magnaminity for the sake of
peace and African unity. He
also reiterated the TUnited
Nations policy of maintaining
and supporting the integral
Entity of a member state.

MIDDLE EAST

On the Middle East, he said
it was essential that perma-
nent members of the Security
Council must deal more vigo-
rously with the problem and
on Vietnam he stated once
again the first priority for
peace was the cisation in
South Vietnam of a broadly
based National Government.

U Thant finally expressed
his optimism about the future
of the United Nations stating
that “A new era of negotia-
tions is dawning”.
